One of the most promising lines taking a direct route up the left hand side of the wall remains a project 

Fairbourne sea cliffs 11 routes

An extensive collection of cliffs running from the south end of Fairbourne beach to the village of LLwyngwril . Can be approached either way but is best from the village of LLwyngwril. Park at the layby nearest the village name plate on the north of the village and walk for 200 metres into the village . At a house called Wendys  a small gate opens onto a path leading down to the beach .

The first wall reached is only tiny but is a good warm up while waiting for the tide to recede

Left hand to LO 6a

Direct to LO 6b

Right hand to LO 6a+

This is all private land for parking but to date the park has been very good at allowing visitors whether climbers or not .

Water washed smooth rock generally forms the starts of all routes , bouldering trad lines and sport routes included .

The sport lines are from north to south

The first line up the centre of the  steep slab and overlap is bolted just as you need it . Top out to a single bolt LO
